2025 SRESA “Making Connections” Conference

In June, MAGNOLIA and Talking Book Services (TBS) attended the 2025 Southern
Regional Education ServiceAgencies' conference (SRESA). The event aimed to connect
educators and support agencies, offering resources to teachers and administrators.

During the two-day conference, MLC engaged with about 1,000 participants,
highlighting MAGNOLIA and TBS's classroom benefits. Conference educators
valued MAGNOLIA's reliable databases like Explora and Britannica. Special
education teachers saw TBS as a crucial tool for enhancing Individual Education
Plans (IEPs) for students with reading disabilities. The conference set the stage for
enduring partnerships between MLC and educational institutions.

From our Executive Director

When Living is Easy

The 1935 musical PORGY AND BESS featured music composed by George
Gershwin. One of the tunes was the aria “Summertime.” The line in this tune, as
written by DuBose Heyward, spoke of a time in the South when the “fish were
jumping, and the living was easy.”

Obviously, the summertime season has now arrived in Mississippi’s libraries. It,
traditionally, is a time when library staff members and the citizens they serve move a
little bit slower in the heat and the number of tasks undertaken, both singularly and
collectively, are somewhat reduced. Ways that such might be seen are in the
immediate applications to be managed regarding preparation for new budgets and
the programs to be undertaken in the new year.

Close to the “fish are jumping” concept are the activities undertaken by libraries to
set budget numbers. There has been an up and down affect reflected in library
budgets due to the controversial actions taken by the federal government. These
activities have pushed toward a zero-funding level and proposals to end any federal
funding for libraries. Presently, the verdict of multiple court cases shall designate the
future of federal monies for libraries.

And, as to state budget dollars, the story for the season is that libraries should
prepare to do more with a little less. The reason for this is due to a massive 6.5 %
increase in employee insurance cost and the reduced dollars to be received as a
parallel action with the reduction of income tax dollars resulting in a reduced tax
payment by the state’s citizens.

So, what can be said about this season “living is easy” message? The answer may
be in the concept that libraries actively facilitate so many activities remaining busy in
this season. Summer Reading activities and other seasonal events illustrate this
message.

Perhaps the best way to note illustrative actions of the season is to pay homage for
the positive actions that have been completed in the recent months. These are
actions of accomplishment by the MLC Board of Commissioners working with the
Public Library Directors of the state. All is being done for the citizens and families of
Mississippi.
